The June 2018 Louisiana natural gas average spot wellhead price was $2.72/MMBTU,
11 cents less than last month and 15 cents less than the June 2017 average.  The U.S.
Energy Information Administration (EIA), in its June Short-Term Energy Outlook, expects
Henry Hub spot prices to hold a bit above current levels this summer, averaging $2.91/
MMBTU during the second quarter and $3.03/MMBTU in the third quarter.  The EIA
sees a $2.99/MMBTU price for all of 2018, and rising to $3.08/MMBTU in 2019.  The
EIA reported an injection of 66 BCF as of June 22, 2018, bringing the volume of working
gas in storage to 2,074 BCF.  The storage volume was 735 BCF lower than last year and
501 BCF lower than the five-year average.
